 An avid sailor, he owned an Alden Schooner ?Talisman? for many years on
which he raced in heritage events. He also sailed extensively in the Caribbean
during the winter vacations. He was a past member of the Baldwin Yacht Club,
the Off Soundings Club, and the American Schooner Association. He served
as commodore of the Schooner Association and received their award for his
contributions to traditional sailing. 

 He was a member of the Hartford Golf Club, the Old Guard of West Hartford
and the 20th Century Club. He was active in the Meals-On-Wheels program.
He belonged to Asylum Hill Congregational Church for more than 59 years.
He is survived by his son and daughter-in-law Patricia and Charles N. Gregory
lll of Andover MA., his daughter Cathy Gregory of Palo Alto, CA. and six grand
