
Lorenzo E. Frenze
February 27, 1917 - June 21, 2006

Lorenzo Eugene Frenze, 89, of West Hartford died Wednesday, June 21,
2006 at Hartford Hospital. Born February 27, 1917 in Mystic-Stonington, he
grew up in Putnam and moved to the greater Hartford area to work at the
Hartford Special Machine Company where he worked before and after World
War II for 35 years to retirement serving three of his 35 years as committee
man. He served his country in World War II in the U. S. Army Medical Corp
with the 94th Evacuation Hospital in Italy. Gene was predeceased by his wife
of 20 years Lucille Federowitz Frenze and his brother Joseph Frenze and is
survived by two devoted daughters, Lorraine Scroggins and her husband
Eugene of Charlotte, NC and Deborah Warner and her husband Ashton of
Glastonbury; three beloved grandsons, Daniel Scroggins, Carson Manchester
III, Gary Warner II; two sisters, Rose DiIorgi of NY and Frances Lambert of FL;
one brother Paul Fraioli of Annapolis, MD; several nieces and nephews, and
his loving friend Wellena Berube. Gene was a loyal contributor to the
American Red Cross, donating platelets for a friend with cancer, and donating
six gallons to the Blood Bank in Farmington. He was named Volunteer of the
Year on December 11, 1988 by the Arthritis Foundation. He was a member of
the Church of St. Timothy, a member of Senior Center in West Hartford, and
enjoyed dancing, especially ballroom and square dancing. Gene enjoyed a
rich and fruitful retirement at Fellowship Housing at Bishops Corners where he
served 10 years on the board of directors. A Mass of Christian burial will be
celebrated on Wednesday at 11 a.m. in the Church of St. Timothy, 1116 North



Main St., West Hartford. Burial will follow in Fairview Cemetery, West Hartford.
